Post Operative Instructions for Lumineers (Veneers)
· Your final Lumineers porcelain veneers will be as close to the natural beauty, color and function of teeth as possible. They look and feel normal in every way. 

· While Lumineers made out of one of the most advanced and finest materials and techniques available today, you should be aware of the following information about your restorations: 

· As with natural teeth, avoid chewing excessively hard foods on the veneered teeth (hard candy, ice, thick raw carrots, etc.) because the porcelain material can break under extreme forces. 

· Proper brushing, flossing, and regular 6-month (minimal) cleanings are essential to the long-term stability and appearance of your veneers. Often, problems that may develop with the veneers can be found at an early stage and repaired easily, while waiting for a longer time may require redoing entire restorations. 

· In a rare case if a veneer comes off or chips, there is no need for panic. Call us and we will strive to fix the issue as soon as we can.
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
